We spray f
son ivy on an ongoing basis, and try to at least keep it back from the walking
trails. However, it does keep coming back, soit’s a good idea to make sure that

you and your family are aware of what it looks like so that you can avoid it.

One of the problems with poison ivy is that it can look very different, depend-

ing on how old it is and on where it is growing.
