Also, crime update from our Storefront Officers 

Timbergrove Manor deed restrictions indicate that a resident may not display any signs to the public view 
other than a sign advertising the property for sale. This includes contractor signs such as for roofers, land-
scapers, remodelers, etc. The lone exception to this TMCC restriction is permitted by State law, and it is for 
the display of political signs under certain conditions.  

In 2005, the State Legislature enacted Section 202.009 of the Property Code (Property Code Title 11, Chap-
ter 202).  This code does not allow a property owners association to adopt or enforce a restrictive covenant 
that prohibits a property owner from displaying, on his/her own property, one or more signs advertising a 
political candidate or ballot item for an election, if the display is no more than 90 days prior to the date of 

the election to which the sign relates and no more than 10 days after that 
election date. Timbergrove Manor Civic Club meets the definition of a prop-
erty owners association as defined in the code.  

The code goes on to say that there may be prohibitions enforced that limit the 
number of signs that may be displayed for each candidate or ballot item, con-
tains language or graphics that would be offensive to the ordinary person, 
limits the size or makeup, etc.  The code also allows the removal of a sign dis-
played in violation of the code.  

Bottom line on this is that you may display political signs in your yard for a 
person or ballot item as long as it is in the time frame permitted by the code: 
90 days prior to election and 10 days after election. The City of Houston elec-
tion (Mayor, City Council, etc.) is November 3, 2009, so any signs for those 
races displayed before August 6, 2009 are in violation of the Property Code 
and may be removed to enforce our deed restrictions and the Property Code. 
Any lingering signs after November 13, 2009 would also be in violation unless 
there is a Runoff election, which would carry the same 90-days-prior and 10-
days-after restrictions.

Keep your car locked and remove valu-
ables.  Be sure to leave a porch light on at night and set up a lamp on a timer when you are gone.  Have a neighbor pick 
up your mail and newspaper when you are out of town.  A certain block has banded together to set up video cameras at 
certain houses to try to gather more information about the crimes.  Also, the neighborhood patrol has a bike/walk patrol 
that wears vests when they are out and about which is a great way to show our unification to keep TMCC  safe.  By know-
ing your neighbors and being alert, we can help reduce the crime in the neighborhood.  [Please do not take this as a sug-
gestion to take the law into your hands !!  The police are quick to arrive and extremely helpful!  Call the store front 
or 911 if you see a crime or are victim to a crime. ]

  

The second issue currently facing TMCC is deed restric-
tions.  For the past few years, neighbors have been work-
ing to revise our deed restrictions.  Each section, has a 
different set of deed restrictions, and must have 51% of 
owners sign the new documents.  We need to unite be-
hind the volunteers to get this process complete!  We 
need to have strong deed restrictions, to keep our 
neighborhood the great place it is to live for another 60+ 
years!  Our neighborhood was able to stay strong 
throughout the years by following deed restrictions and 
working together to keep the neighborhood clean, neat 
and safe.  With all the new construction in the neighbor-
hood, now is the time to band together to get new deed 
restrictions passed!!

All Sections 5 through 14 share the same Recycling and Household Garbage/Lawn Trimmings collection days. Recycling 

Days  Plastics #1-#5 and #7 (no plastic bags or oil cans ), aluminum and bi-metal (tin) cans, newspapers, maga-
zines, catalogs/phone books, mail, flattened corrugated cardboard, used motor oil (2-gal. limit). 

Household Garbage/Lawn Trimmings collection days - Lawn Trimmings are smaller bundles of minor tree/shrub prunings, 
bags of grass clippings etc. Section 5 has different Tree Waste Only and Junk Waste collection days from other Sec-
tions. Tree Waste is defined as clean wood waste such as tree limbs, branches and stumps (lumber, furniture, treated 
wood NOT accepted). Junk Waste is defined as furniture, appliances and other bulky material. Tree Waste will also 

be collected on Junk Waste collection days All city holiday and trash collection information is from COH published 
sources.
